FOUR stucco block signs were erected by Sequoia 
Landscaping at these major gateways to Enchanted 
Hills: 
*Enchanted Hills Blvd. west of NM-528 
*Sprint Blvd. south of US-550 
*Santa Fe Hills Blvd. south of US-550 
*Chayote Road between US-550 and Enchanted Hills  
   Blvd. 

¶ TOTAL COST:  $50,000 – funded by  
the City of Rio Rancho  

¶ FEATURES:  Solar lighting, removable signage 
lettering panels facing both directions for 
maximum visibility 

¶ Planning begun:  2006 

¶ Groundbreaking:  April 1, 2009

A story of community initiative and broad-

based City support 
 
EHHA membership grew rapidly in the 1990’s, but that 
growth slowed when the group voted to drop  its require-
ments for mandatory membership and covenants.  
 
To spread the word about EHHA’s new non-governing 
status , the Association asked for and received 
discretionary funding from former Rio Rancho City 
Councilor Marilyn Salzman to build EHHA signs around  
the neighborhood.  
 
 A few months later, City Councilor Kathy Colley also 
allocated discretionary funds for EHHA signs.  Initial sign 
bids came in over budget, but EHHA and the City worked 
together to trim down costs.  City Parks & Recreation and 
Public  Works departments also dug into their own budgets 
for funds to launch the project.
